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INTRODUCTION

The second Course entitled Interactions ( échanger ) is divided into three units.
The main purpose of this course is to equip the learner with tools essential for
communicating in specific oral and written situations of communication. For example,
the first unit, entitled Enquiry ( Enquéte ) will enable the learners to ask politely
a few questions in formal situations of communication.. They will be able to tell

someone about their past actions and complete /write a post card. To enable the

learners to communicate effectively, the following grammatical notions / vocabulary
will be taught : months of the year, present tense: aller, pouvoir, vouloir,

_expressions of time : la semaine prochaine, demain, ce soir..., futur proche :

aller +infinitif, conditionnel : je voudrais , j 'aimerais... expressions with avoir :
avoir froid, avoir faim... usage of il y a, definite /indefinite articles and Passé
composé. In phonetics, the learners will especially study the process of liaison and
distinguish between two sounds: [s] and [z]. In the last part of the unit, they will
discuss about the important festivals celebrated in France and India. This will

promote an intercultural dialogue.

The second unit entitled Invitations (Invitations) will teach the learners how to:
offer /accept/ refuse an invitation, ask /tell the time and date, fix an appointment

and talk about one’s pastime. They will be able to read an email/a planner/a film

schedule/ an invitation and interpret statistics. To enable the learners to communicate
effectively, the following grammatical notions / vocabulary will be taught : days of
the week, structures such as : avec lui, chez moi ... (Preposition+ pronoun),
usage of auxiliary verbs :£tre and avoir, different types of questions : est-ce que /
avec intonation/ A quelle heure..., expressions with : Je pense que, J'espére

que...In the section on phonetics, the learners will study how to pronounce some

final letters and distinguish between sounds such as: [ []and [ 4 ]. In the last
section on intercultural dialogue, learners will discuss the pastime/ hobbies ( loisirs)
of the French/ Francophones and the Indians.

In the third unit, entitled Food / Gastronomy ( ¢ table !) the learners will be
able to give a positive / negative opinion, and ask questions on price, comment
on a film or a book . They will be able to understand an email/ an article from the
press. To develop the communicative competence of the learner, the following
notions (grammar and vocabulary) will be learnt: Expressions of quantity: un peu
de, beaucoup de, un litre de, un kilo de..., usage of some irregular verbs such
as : prendre, boire, questions beginning with: Qu’est-ce que,
combien... ,vocabulary pertaining to food items, pronouns (direct objects ) : /e,
la, les, me..., partitive articles : du, de la, des...,negation : ne ... pas de and the
usage of the pronoun en for expressing quantity. In the section on phonetics, the
learners will study the use of cedilla (¢ ) in French words, and sounds like: [ p ]
and [ b ]. In the last section on culture and civilization, the learners will discuss a
French meal or do a role-play on taking lunch/dinner in a French restaurant.

You need to note down thé JSollowing points:

—  Ways to express politeness: s il vous plait, s il te plait and the present
conditional tense (présent du conditionnel).

—  Theconditional tense is amood, in the sense that it is used to express the
attitude/ intention of the speaker. One of the important uses of present
conditional is to express politeness with certain verbs.

1. Inthetable “demander poliment ” (to ask politely), the three verbs: pourriez
(could), voudrais (would), aimerais (would like) are in the present conditional.

—  pourriez —> pouvoir ; voudrais — vouloir ; aimerais — aimer.
—  The verb vouloir is used in the conditional to express a polite request:

ex. ® Jevoudrais un stylo. (I would like to have a pen).
e Jevoudrais aller au temple. (I would like to go to the temple.)

—  The verb aimer is also used to express a polite desire, sometimes one
that cannot be fulfilled.

ex. : J'aimerais bien y aller, mais je dois réviser pour les examens.
(I’d like to go, but I have to revise for the exams.)

The futur proche or “Near future” is used to express something that is going to
happen soon.

Formation: Present tense of aller + infinitive form of a verb.

It is usually translated by — going to do something.

Futur proche is characteristic of spoken French but it may be used in informal
writing. -

In most of the cases, future tense (futur) can replace near future (futur proche).

Refer to page 54 of Connexions. In the French-speakmg world, a day is divided
into 4 parts:

Le matin (from day-break to 12 noon)

L’aprés-midi (from 12 noon to about 6:00 p.m.)

Le soir (from about 6:00 p.m. to about 10:00 p.m.) and

La nuit (from about 10:00 p.m. up to day-break).

However, time is measured in'24 hours, i.e. 0100 hours to 2400 hours.
Hence,

1:00 p.m. is read as 13 heures (1300 hours)

4:00 p.m. becomes /6 heures (1600 hours).

8:00 p.m. becomes 20 heures (2000 hours) etc.

Similarly, ’

8:30 is read as & heures et demie (demie means %) or as 8 heures trente

9:45 becomes 10 helures moins le quart (meaning minus one quarter of an hour)
or 9 heures quarante-cing.

Finally, une seconde is the smallest unit of time referred to in day to day activities.
Hence, the three units of time in French are heure (n.f), minute (n.f) and
seconde(n.f.).

We have come across many ways of asking a question in Course 1 as well as in
Course 2. One can recognize a question either by the intonation (the tone of the
voice) or by certain interrogative words.

While in the left column, it is s\l‘mply the tone of the voice which suggests that a
question has been asked (the voice rises at the end of the sentence), the column
on the right highlights some words (comment, quel, quelle etc.) which confirms
the interrogative nature of the sentence.

The French language avoids repetitions of names etc. since the emphasis is
always on short, simple, clear and comprehensible sentences. For example,
Marco, writing about Violaine and Guillaume could say:

J’aime beaucoup Violaine et Guillaume.

Instead, he says:

Je les aime beaucoup.

Note:

It is important that you know the structure of a sentence in French:
SUJET + VERBE + COMPLEMENT (object)

There are 2 types of complements.: complément d’objet direct (COD) ‘and
complément d’objet indirect (COI).

A complément d’objet direct is replaced by the pronom complement
direct. ‘

A complément is said to be direct when there is no preposition between the
verb and the object.

Ex. 1 : Je regarde la télévision. [Je (sujet) + regarde (verbe) + la télévision
(objet direct).] '

How do I find the COD of a sentence?

I need to ask the following question: Je regarde quoi? (What am I looking
at?) and the answer will be direct, télévision.

Ex. 2: Je regarde Marie. (I look at Marie). To find out the COD of this
particular sentence, I will ask the following question: Je regarde qui? (Who
am I looking at?) Answer= Marie, which is hence the COD

Au Café p. 70 - 71)

Since the underlying theme of the entire Course 2 is meetings, it is important to
understand that in France, people often hesitate to visit someone’s home for
reasons of privacy as well as practicality. Also, meetings are a pretext to step out
of the house and visit a café, a bar or a restaurant. Hence, one may meet
acquaintances and friends in a coffee-shop. This enables people to discuss business
in a cordial atmosphere or simply enjoy a meal with the friend.

This part of the unit deals with life in a café, its menu, billing, etiquette etc. as well
as other sorties, i.e. outings of the French.

Look at the picture at the bottom of page 71. During summer, cafés hire the
sidewalk to place tables out in the open. This is called the terrace of the café.
People sit at these tables to have a drink or soak in the sun. The waiter (a
gargon) arrives with a menu, quite simply called /a carte in French, and one
places an order accordingly. La carte of the Bar d’O (a pun on Bardot, the
French actress) is also given on page 71. Now let us study some key words of
the menu:
